includes distemper, parvo, corona combination, bordetella, and rabies;
and for cats the required vaccinations include the upper respiratory
viruses, distemper and rabies. These vaccinations may be updated upon
checking in. All pets are inspected for external parasites ( fleas, ticks, lice)

and treated if necessary.

We can give your pet a "going home bath" the day of discharge. If you
do choose a bath, please plan on picking up your pet after lunch which
enables us to bathe it early in the morning and to get it dry and brushed
out and ready for your arrival in the afternoon.

Please be sure to complete the release form so that we may appropri-
ately care for your pet, Be sure that we have an ICE (in case of emergency)
contact number.

FACILITIES

We have 34 stainless steel compartments of varying sizes and 12
individual indoor runs. All large dogs are keptin the runs, smaller dogs are
allowed daily use of the runs for exercise and "necessary functions”. These
indoor runs are heated and cooled for your pet's comfort and safety.

Also for your pet's comfort are eight covered outdoor runs that we refer
to as the "patio". Temperature permitting, dogs may stay out for the day,
but are brought inside at night.

Our feline boarders are kept in individual compartments and are
provided with litter boxes which are cleaned daily (more often as needed).
Several of the cat “condos” have a shelf for climbing or perching.

FEEDING AND MEDICATION

Your pet will be fed the appropriate Science Diet® food (dry or canned):
Canine Growth® for puppies. Canine Adult® for adults and Canine
Senior® for senior citizens. Cats are offered Feline Growth® or Feline
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administration of the drugs and OTC products.

TOYS, BEDS, BLANKETS

You may bring a few of your pet's toys, its bed, and blanket if you
wish.

ADDITIONAL SERVICES

Many clients combine medical examinations and elective procedures
to be done while their pet is boarded. We can do routine procedures such
as physical examinations, vaccinations, teeth cleaning, minor surgeries,
fecal, and heartworm checks while your pet is here. We, of course,
arrange any procedure with you beforehand.

If your pet needs medical care, we will attempt to notify you prior to
treatment. If we cannot reach you, the pet will be treated as needed,
charges will be at owner's expense. Unless you request that we do so, we
will not distrub your time away for mild upset tummies.

Please restrict your pet's water and food intake for the first 24 hours
after returning home. Many will overindulge themselves due to the
excitement of being home; this may result in "upset tummies”.

FEES

Our fees are based on day in and day out rates. This precludes any time
restraints such as "can't check in before 3:00 p.m." or "have to check out
by 11:00 a.m." as we are required to do so by the hotel industry.

We hope you will have a safe trip, and we will do our best to offer your
pet a comfortable stay with us as "a home away from home".
